EARTH DAY 
 
On January 28, 1969 one of the biggest oil spills occurred off the coast of Santa Barbara, 
California. Within a week, an estimated 80,000 to 100,000 barrels of crude oil spilled into 
the beaches ending the lives of an estimated 3,500 sea birds, as well as marine animals such 
as dolphins, elephant seals, and sea lions. The oil spill created such public outrage, it 
inspired Gaylord Nelson, then a U.S. Senator from Wisconsin to create Earth Day. 
Every year on April 22, the celebration of Earth Day promotes global awareness around 
pollution, the preservation of wildlife, and efforts for environmental protection.

He conducts beach surveys, identifies and 
records turtle crawls, marks and monitors nests, evaluates hatchling success, excavates, 
relocates and protects nests, enters data and performs research regarding nest and hatchling 
success, gives educational presentations and leads sea turtle night walks and hatchling 
releases. He also responds to sea turtle stranding events, assists the medical staff and 
provides care for turtles in rehab.
